The
Men Empowered mentoring
effort exists to impact the
lives of men and boys in our
community, both those who
are already a part of our
church and also many who
have not yet given their
lives to the Lord Jesus. Our
mentoring program  will
cause Christian men to be
“doers of the Word of
God...” and to grow in
grace and in the knowledge
of Jesus Christ. And for
those who are presently
walking in darkness, our
desire and our knowledge

will cause us to successfully
reach out to them, rescuing
them from the kingdom of
darkness and leading them
to powerful, victorious life
in Christ that will change
them forever.

We are more than confident

commit themselves to grow,
learn and perform, by the
power of the Holy Spirit.

Why We Must MASTER MENTORING

Across the united States our national leaders have con-
cluded that mentoring, and the capacity to influence the
thinking of young people is the greatest need in our
society today. Civic leaders have concluded that our
society as a while is damaged because of the foolish
and dysfunctional thinking of people throughout soci-
ety. The government’s
push for mentoring ser-
vices is an admission that
many people in our society
are lost, adrift in life with-
out reference points that
provide functional an-
swers: the result of the lost
-ness of our society is
widespread drug use,
crime, dysfunctional fam-
ily life and a largely non-
productive citizenry. Only now is the government be-
ginning to realize that men of faith and institutions like
the church have the only workable answers.

The government now
realizes that only the
churches have the real
answers for the problem
behaviors of our young

men and our sons!

The goal of mentoring is preventative and directive as
well as remedial: We must identify a productive path
for those we serve, we must stop men and boys from
doing the destructive things that create their legal, so-
cial and spiritual problems. Further, we must serve
those who have already made serious mistakes in their
lives, restoring them to the right path and influencing
them to make good choices in the future.

Why are We Offering Mentoring?

If the church cannot do the job of transmitting wise
values and good character to men and youth, then sadly
the police departments and the judicial system will be
force to continue to clean up the messes of a lost soci-
ety. We, as Men Empowered must accept the challenge
of mentoring because parents have failed, schools have
failed and many churches have failed to capture the
minds and hearts of our brothers and sons.

What are Our Specific Objectives?

Our most general objective is to impact society in the
name of Jesus, brining a change to our cities and to our
culture at large. Our intention is to make an impact in
the lives of men, and by this means to advance the
Kingdom of God, for families, cities and the nation as a
while. Once our local men’s ministry have thoroughly
mastered mentoring we will export it to our Shield of
Faith Churches around the country.

We will create a mentoring effort that will permit
limitless growth and expansion, changing men
and boys in a variety of desirable ways. Elements
of the mentoring effort will include relevant cur-
riculum, clear goals, trained mentors, effective
outreach techniques and progressive develop-
ment and expansion of our infrastructure as nec-
essary. In addition we must establish criteria for
measuring results and documenting successes.

What is the Scriptural
Basis for Mentoring?

Scripture tells us that there is safety “in the multi-
tude of counselors” (Proverbs 11:14). Further, it
says that we should restore (Galatians 6:1) those
among us who have made bad decisions and hurt
their lives through sinfulness. Further, scripture
tell us that we are our “brother’s keeper,” and
that we have a God-given responsibility to look
for the best interest of our brothers (Genesis 4:9)
Lastly, we are described as “the light of the
world.” (Matthew 5:14). In sum, we are to coun-
sel others, to restore others, to preserve others
and to shine before others.

Who Are Our Targets for Mentoring?

We should expect to serve all men and boys who
are members of our church from ages 13 and
above. Secondly we should plan to serve men
and boys in our community at large, without re-
gard to race of ethnicity. Additionally, we should
put a special focus on men and youths who are
incarcerated in our jails and prisons, and who
need intervention: They have historically been
the target of religious groups who have attempted
to get them established in false religious ideas.

What are our Numerical Goals?

We must aim for maximum impact throughout
the community, not permitting ourselves to be
satisfied until several hundred men and youth are
consistently involved with out mentoring pro-
gram. Our goal will be to /everage our resources,
so that each newly mentored man becomes a
source of mentoring for the next “generation.”
