Rejecting Powerless Christianity 

 

2000 years ago on the day of Pentecost the 

Holy Ghost fell upon 120 believers. When it 

happened Peter said to the watching crowd, 

This is what had been prophesied by the 

prophet Joel: òYour sons and your daughters 

will prophesy. Your old men will have 

supernatural visitations in dreams and your 

young men will see supernatural visions. 

From now on God will be doing supernatu-

ral spiritual things in those who receive His 

Spirit!ó (Acts 2 paraphrased). Simon Peter 

was quoting and explaining the things that 

Joel had prophesied 600 years before it 

happened.  Truly miracles began in the 

church at Pentecost, and they have never 

stopped happening among Pentecostal 

people from that day until this. But Sadly, 

many in this modern era of Christianity 

have lived out a mere òform of Godliness,ó a 

powerless, routine Christian life that seeks to 

honor the Word of God but does not at all 

operate in the power of God. Such people 

have studied scripture, lived good moral lives 

and talked about the Kingdom ðbut they 

have clearly not lived in the truly supernatu-

ral realm that God willingly makes  available 

to those who seek it and Him.  

 

St. Mark 16: 17-18 describes the normal 

supernatural lifestyle of saints who will truly 

believe God and are filled with the Holy 

Ghost, as follows: òThese signs shall follow 

them that believe; in my name they shall cast 

out devils; they shall speak with new tongues; 

(18) they shall take up serpents; and if they 

drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt 

them; they shall lay hands on the sick, and 

t h e y  s h a l l  r e c o v e r . ó 
 

Through Prayer and Fasting, God will stir up 

His spirit in the Church. God is bringing the 

church back to its foundations. He is getting 

the church ready for our finest hour and His 

Imminent return. In these last days we will 

see God move in mighty ways! The church of 

Jesus Christ will grow and prevail as we walk 

more powerfully in the spiritual realm. We 

will see the word of God confirmed with 

blinded eyes opened, miraculous healings and 

powerful deliverances manifested in the lives 

of those who are seeking for God.

Nehemiah 8 And all the people gathered them-

selves together as one 

man into the street that 

was before the water gate; 

and they spake unto Ezra 

the scribe to bring the 

book of the law of Moses, 

which the LORD had com-

manded to Israel.

gation both of men and women, and all that could 

hear with understanding, upon the first day of the 

seventh month.

And Ezra opened the book in the sight of all the 

people; (for he was above all the people;) and 

when he opened it, all the people stood up: And 

Ezra blessed the LORD, the great God. And all the 

people answered, Amen, Amen, with lifting up 

their hands: and they bowed their heads, and 

worshipped the LORD with their faces to the 

groundé 

And on the second day were gathered together 

the chief of the fathers of all the people, the 

priests, and the Levites, unto Ezra the scribe, 

even to understand the words of the law. And 

they found written in the law which the LORD 

had commanded by Moses, that the children of 

Israel should dwell in booths in the feast of the 

seventh month and all the congregation of them 

that were come again out of the captivity made 

booths, and sat under the booths: for since the 

days of Jeshua the son of Nun unto that day had 

not the children of Israel done so. And there was 

very great gladness. Also day by day, from the 

first day unto the last day, he read in the book of 

the law of God. And they kept the feast seven 

days; and on the eighth day was a solemn as-

sembly, according unto the manner.

America is under Godôs financial judg-

ment and the economy reflects that. 

Scriptures shows that a nation living in 

violation of Godôs principles will ex-

perience loss and lack. Like Elijah in 

the time of the famine, the righteous are 

often effected when judgment falls on 

the wicked around them. (see I Kings 

17).  Note also how the church was 

impacted by the ñgreat dearthò ï or 

famine, that went throughout all the 

world in the days of the early Church 

(see Acts 11:27-30). The Church made 

a planned, effective response to the 

economic conditions around them. God 

did not exempt them from being ef-

fected by the environment. 

 

Environmental conditions do impact 

our churches, so preparation for such 

things and wise reaction to them is very 

important and absolutely necessary. For 

a last biblical example, remember Phar-

aohôs dream and Josephôs interpretation 

concerning the seven fat cattle and the 

seven lean cattle, and remember how he 

responded to conditions around them. 

They took specific steps that caused 

them to survive and prosper in the time 

of economic peril. As the church we 

must do the same. As ministers and 

deacons you must lead the way. (Read 

Genesis 41 carefully). 

 

Shield of Faith Response to 

Word by TITHING   faithfully as the 

Word of God instructs saints to do. We 

also need the members to GIVE strong 

Free-will Offerings and to participate 

in the Fundraisers that our church will 

present. 

 

The Proper Attitude for  

Dealing with This 
 

1. Be aware that this is essentially a 

universal challenge among all churches 

at this season ï not the result of spe-

cific things that our congregation has 

done wrong.  Simple examination of 

the news media on any given day 

shows that this is a universal, not a 

localized problem. 

2. Believe God and speak faith at all 

times. Donôt let ñcorrupt communica-

tion proceed out of your 

mouthò (Ephesians 4:29) 

 

3. Claim the promises of God and let 

all your conversation about finances be 

realistic but faith-building 

 

4. Keep a positive attitude ïdonôt give 

in to despair or fear, since God canôt 

bless fear. 

 

5. As a leader you are to be a source of 

encouragement and strength to others 

in the church family.  Letôs deal with 

these things in a mature and adult man-

ner. 

 

6. Pray fervently for the finance of the 

church. Participate with the church in 

DOING THE SUPERNATURAL 

STUFF that is required for prosperity.  

(i.e. fast, pray, claim the promises of 

God, rebuke financial lack. EXER-

CISE YOUR FAITH and speak vic-

tory.) 

Present Economic Conditions 
 

America and the world are going 

through an economic crisis. As the 

church we must a series of responses to 

it, and we must sustain a financial focus 

until we come to a place of firm finan-

cial empowerment as a ministry.  We 

must think about finance and take disci-

plined action in this regard for some 

time to come: This is not a matter to 

which we can give attention for a few 

minutes and then revert to business-as-

usual. We must take bold action now 

and then sustain a ñnew normalò until 

we as a ministry are safely ñout-of-the-

woods.ò

as a church. 

 

1. Your pastor, church bookkeeper, Fi-

nance Committee and Deacon Board are 

aware and actively dealing with finan-

cial issues as it relates to the ministry. 

 

2. We have instituted a 20-Point Plan to 

make fundamental responses to financial 

conditions in our country. 

 

3. We operate by a strict church budget 

and have always controlled our spending 

vigorously: Now we adopt an even 

stricter set of policies. 

 

4. We have already cut staff hours for 

every single church employee including 

the senior pastor and wife. 

 

5. WE ARE ABSOLUTELY SURE 

AND CONFIDENT IN GOD THAT 

THINGS WILL BE FINE AND WE 

WILL COME OUT OF THIS ECO-

NOMIC SEASON IN A STRONGER 

POSITION - even if the nation as a 

whole does not. 

6. WE WILL MAKE AN EFFORT TO 

MAKE ALL THE MEMBERS OF THE 

CHURCH FINANCIALLY CON-

SCIOUS, ñunderstanding the timesò and 

ñknowing what Israel ought to do.ò 

 

7. We will seek to persuade every mem-
