Above all, taking the Shield of Faith wherewith ye shall be able to 

quench all the fiery darts of the wicked  (Ephesians 6: 10) 

“The Power of Petition” 

for the things that realistically 

concern us, the things that we 

sincerely care about. Further, 

Bartimaeus refused to let others 

stop his prayerful determination. 

When they tried to silence him 

he simply cried even louder for 

the attention and favor of God. 

Ultimately Jesus granted the per-

sistent, prayerful man exactly 

what he asked for – and he will 

always do the same for us.  
 

There is a clear doctrine in God’s 

Word that establishes the right 

of the church to ask for the 

things we want from God in 

prayer. We are invited to petition 

him confidently and to expect 

results. He offers, “What things 

soever ye desire, when you pray, 

believe that you receive them, 

and ye shall have them.” (Mark 

11:24). In another place, he says, 

“Ask and ye shall receive, seek 

and ye shall find…” (Matthew 

7:7) and further, “If you shall ask 

anything in my name, I will do 

it.” (John 14:14).  
 

Like Bartimaeus we must be 

specific and persistent in prayer. 

Scripture tells us, “...ye have not 

because ye ask not.” (James 4:2) 

Jesus authorized us to use the 

prayer of petition  when he invited 

us to ask for our daily bread in 

Matthew 6. Be sure to use your 

rights in prayer and watch God 

move on your behalf! 

(Mark 10:46-52) 

51 And Jesus answered and said 

unto him, What wilt thou that I 

should do unto thee? The blind man 

said unto him, Lord, that I might 

receive my sight. (52) And Jesus said 

unto him, Go thy way; thy faith hath 

made thee whole.  And immediately 

he received his sight, and followed 

Jesus in the way. 
 

The Gospel of Mark shows us 

Jesus as a Man of action, healing, 

delivering and saving the lost 

sheep of the house of Israel. The 

passage that ends Mark 10 could 

be seen as merely an example of 

God’s power to meet human 

need: In it blind Bartimaeus cries 

out to Jesus for healing and the 

Lord responds by healing him and 

bringing complete change and 

restoration to his life. As believ-

ers we are inspired by the com-

passion and power of God for 

those who suffer- but an addi-

tional look at the episode also 

offers great insight into the dy-

namics and power of prayerful 

petition.  
 

The word petition means “to ask 

for a specific benefit or consid-

eration from one in authority.” 

Bartimaeus’ experience with 

Jesus shows us how God re-

sponds to the prayerful petitions 

of his people, for the encounter 

between Jesus and Bartimaeus is 

really an opportunity to see 

prayer at work. In our own day 

we pray to God in the Spirit (aka 

The Father), but in the instance in 

Mark 10:51 the blind man prays to 

God who is manifest in the Flesh! 

Because Jesus stood before him 

in a human body, it is easy to 

think of the blind man’s encoun-

ter as merely a conversation, when 

in fact it is a perfect instance of 

prayer! Jesus Christ was the Al-

mighty God in a human body, so 

that when Bartimaeus asked for 

healing he was actually petitioning 

God in prayer! There are then 

many things we can learn from 

this episode of prayer . Prayer 

must be determined! As the blind 

man refused to be silenced by 

those around him, so we must 

pray persistently, with determina-

tion and patience. Further, we 

must be very specific in prayer, 

for God does not answer generic 

prayers but specific prayers: Jesus 

asked the man, “What do you 

want me to do for you?” We 

must be as specific in our prayers 

as Bartimaeus was in his. He 

asked for sight: We must ask God

As Bishop I want to share with you the heart of 

God in helping us to understand how the impor-

tance of prayer and the spirit evangelism work 

hand in hand to accomplish all that God desires 

to fill his Kingdom. This is a sermon on prayer 

that was written by Clarence Edward Macartney, 

a man who lived from (1879-1957). He minis-

tered in Patterson, N.J., and Philadelphia, PA, 

before assuming the influential pastorate of First 

Presbyterian Church, Pittsburg, PA, where he 

ministered for twenty-seven years. Much of his 

preaching was topical-textual, but ii was always 

biblical, doctrinal, and practical.    

 

WHAT MIGHTY word is that? What word is so 

mighty that it can conquer God? What is the 

word that turns captivity captive? What is the 

word that unites far separated souls around one 

common mercy seat? What is the word that 

brings man’s storm-driven ship into the haven of 

the shadow of death on the face of life’s dial? 

What is the word that gives sings in the night 

and that lifts the load of guilt from the con-

science-smitten heart? What is the word that 

puts a sword in our hand when we face tempta-

tion? What is the word that gives us strength to 

bear our daily burdens? What is the word that 

fortifies the soul when it kneels before it’s cup in 

some Gethsemane of sore agony? What is the 

word that lifts us up when we have fallen? What 

is the word that brings angels down from heaven 

to minister to us when we have overcome the 

devil? What is the word that makes us co-

workers with God in the coming of His king-

dom? What is the word that recalls the wan-

derer from the far country? What is the word 

that is the best physician for both body and soul? 

 

What is the word which, when we speak it, may 

set a captive free? What is the word that com-

panions the soul in its hour of loneliness and 

that comforts it in the day of sorrow? What is 

the word that sets a lamp of forgiveness and 

reconciliation in the window for the prodigal 

and the wanderer? What is the word that 

brings the eternal world to view? What is the 

word that is the simplest form of speech that 

infant lips can try? What is the word that is 

the sublimest strain that can reach the maj-

esty on high? What is the word that makes 

the Angeles rejoice when they hear it on the 

lips of a contrite sinner? What is the word 

that is our watchword at the gate of death, 

the word which we can enter heaven? 

 

The mighty, all prevailing, God-conquering 

word is prayer. òthe effectual fervent prayer of 

a righteous man availeth muchó James 5: 16). 

The word the conquers God! That is a bold 

thing to say, and yet we say it by the authority 

of none other than the greatest example in 

prayer, our savior Jesus Christ, who said, 

“knock and it shall be opened unto you, “and 

who told two parables, the parable of the 

midnight visitor and the parable of the widow 

and the unjust judge, to encourage us in 

prayer and to show how prayer conquers 

God. 

 

When we come to select examples and illus-

trations from the bible which prove and dem-

onstrate our proposition that prayer is the 

word that conquers God, our only embar-

rassment is the riches of the Bible in that 

respect, and our only difficulty is to decide 

what instances of God-conquering prayer to 

select. 

 

The first recorded prayer in the Bible (Gen 

18: 23-33), The prayer of Abraham for 

Sodom and Gomorrah. The writer points out 

that Abraham did not pray for the destruction 

of the city after his nephew was saved but his 

prayer was too spare the city. He pleaded 
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with God for the wicked cities asking 

God to spare them. Because he did not 

know how many righteous were in the 

city he began to ask God will you spare 

the city for…? Who knows how much 

you and I owe for those who have pled 

with God for our souls? Go, then, to 

the golden altar of prayer, and there 

offer your prayers in behalf of other 

souls. 

 

Jacob had a prayer that conquered 

God. In a midnight encounter that took 

place in (Genesis 32: 24-32).  

 

It was twenty years since Jacob de-

ceived his dying father Isaac and cheated 

his Brother Esau out if the blessing that 

belonged to the firstborn. During his 

twenty years struggle Jacob had found 

love, a home, and prosperity in Meso-

potamia and now, a rich man is return-

ing to his father’s country, when sud-

denly there falls across his path the 

shadow of his old transgressions. Now 

he learns that the one who swore an 

oath to kill him, is on his way to meet 

him with 400 men.  

 

That night Jacob wrestled in the shad-

ows with an angle until the breaking of 

day. Who or what he was wrestling 

with Jacob did not know, but he did not 

seek to shun the battle or escape the 

encounter. In that night Jacob con-

quered God. Within  his persistence he 

said, “Iõm not going to let you go until you 

bless meó.

Evangelism 

is intentional because it is emotional. Peo-

ple can feel evangelism that's right feel it... 

I remember when I saw this in action 

while with Bishop Newman in Mexico. We 

evangelized to people and invited them out 

to that nights service. We were not fluent 

in Spanish, just a word here and a word 

there but they could FEEL us. That night 

many of them came to the meeting includ-

ing one person who grabbed me in the 

crowd and said what seemed to be the 

only English words she spoke..... THANK 

YOU. 

 

  Evangelism is passionate, intense, unmistak-

able LOVE. Any one who is to evangelize 

well must pray for extreme love. Evangelism 

has a feel that is different than all other 

human communication. When you have 

been truly evangelized you know it. People 

who love rap music can feel the performers 

energy and passion and that is why people 

love it in places where the language is not 

even spoken. The people feel something and 

respond to what they feel. 

  Jesus asked Peter, "Simon, son of Jonah,do 

you love me more than these?" JOHN 21:15 

Do you love me more than fishing ( your 

profession ), more than success, more than 

the approval of others and if so....... and only 

if so, feed my sheep. Evangelism is emotional 

so pray for at least 5 mins per day asking 

God to give you extreme love for souls and 

you will win many more souls this year.

Through the vision and instruction of the 

Wednesday night prayer Captain Pastor 

Jo’Kena Scott, assisted by her husband Pas-

tor Jason Scott, prayer requests are being 

submitted on a daily basis and one by one 

God is answering. These request are being 

received in the office by phone, walk in and 

are then placed in a prayer bucket to be 

prayed over every Wednesday night prayer 

service one by one.

There are several testimo-

nies to that fact.  

My (Minister Shawanda Warren) personal 

testimony is this: My daughter was in need 

of $1300 to pay the balance of her tuition 

by a certain date and the Lord spoke to 

me one morning and told me to place my 

request in the bucket, and to be detailed. 

So without hesitation or pride I did exactly 

what God said. Within one hour I got a 

call from my daughter asking me if I had 

been praying, then she proceeded to tell 

me that $1000 was deposited into her 

tuition account that morning. The remain-

der was already being taken care of. Halle-

lujah!!!  

 

It was through obedience and confidence 

in God that my prayer was answered. 

Prophet Claude Carter was here the end 

of December and spoke prophetically 

telling the people of God to submit in 

writing 7 things that they wanted God to 

do for them. We are constantly reading 

and seeing the manifestation of those 

request coming to pass. Here are just a 

few examples: Pastor Jo’Kena has had 

five of her requests answered. Minister 

Voyice had five answered as well. Minis-

ter Kacey had four answered, Sis Vir-

ginia Gallegos received a healing in her 

body, Minister Pamela Twiggs received a 

new position on her job that she was 

praying for, and the list goes on.

People 

also volunteer to gain skills without re-

quiring an employer's financial invest-

ment. 
 

Volunteers may have special training as 

rescuers, guides, assistants, teachers, 

missionaries, amateur radio operators, 

writers, and in other positions. Many 

volunteers are specifically trained in the 

areas they work in, such as music, educa-

tion, or medicine. Others volunteer on 

an as-needed basis, such as administra-

tive, community service and non-profit 

organizations such as the church.  

When you take time to volunteer your 

time and energy to the need of another, 

the blessings of the Lord then smile on 

you. This is truly how we store up treas-

ures in heaven. The bible says, “For God 

[is] not unrighteous to forget your work 

and labour of love, which ye have 

shewed toward his name, in that ye 

have ministered to the saints, and do 

minister.” (Heb 6: 4) In the day and 

times which we live in, the more selfless 

our actions are the greater the benefit 

for some soul wavering on the fence of 

indecision.
