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Above all, taking the Shield of Faith wherewith ye shall be able to 

quench all the fiery darts of the wicked  (Ephesians 6: 10) 
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Matthew 4:19 “And He said 

unto them, Come after me, 

and I will make you fishers of 

men.” 

Luke 5:10(b) “And Jesus said 

unto Simon Peter, Fear not; 

from henceforth thou shalt 

catch men.” 

 

Jesus told a group of ordinary 

working men who had never 

done ministry of any sort, 

“Follow me and I will make 

you fishers of men.” (St. Mat-

thew 4:19)  He meant that he 

would train them so that they 

would acquire the knowledge 

needed to catch men for the 

Kingdom of God. He knew 

that there was much about 

soul-winning and spiritual 

warfare that they could not 

have possibly known. He saw 

that they were ―ignorant and 

unlearned men‖ as Acts 4:13 

rightly describes them. But, 

beyond all that, Jesus knew of 

his ability to teach, train and 

empower them so that they 

would become capable of 

winning a world of lost sin-

ners to eternal life.  The disci-

ples’ future sufficiency for 

soul-winning would not be 

based in their own intelli-

gence, godliness or worthi-

ness, but on the contrary, in 

Jesus’ own unique ability to 

impart life-changing anoint-

ing into the lives of ordinary 

fishermen. The power and 

excellence was in Him, not in 

them. Their ability to make a 

difference in the world was 

not based in who they were, 

or well-educated or person-

able they were, but on what 

Jesus was able to do could do 

with ordinary, unremarkable 

people.  As you read this arti-

cle, I hope that God is open-

ing your eyes to one of the 

most powerful revelations in 

the world – that God can use 

completely un-exceptional 

people to do fantastically 

exceptional things! It is as 

true today as it was in biblical 

times. It’s as true of us as it 

was of the disciples! 

 

Jesus Will Make Us Expert 

Fishermen! 

 

There’s a good chance that 

you don’t really like to talk to 

unsaved people about Jesus! 

God has shown me that fear 

and lack of confidence are the 

greatest hindrances to Evan-

gelism for most people. Per-

haps you have never fully 

recognized or honestly admit-

ted to yourself how helpless 

and inadequate you feel at the 

idea of winning someone to 

Jesus.  And you probably 

didn’t realize that the majority 

of Christians have never per-

suaded a single person to be 

baptized in Jesus’ Name of 

filled with the gift of the Holy 

Ghost. They just come to 

church, live holy and love the 

Lord, never making the effort 

to really win someone else to 

salvation.  

Often, when a pastor stands up 

to exhort the saints about 

bringing people to church or 

witnessing about salvation 

immediately the devil begins to 

speak to people’s minds. Satan 

says things like, ―Nobody is 

going to listen to you!” Or, 

―That’s for other people – not 

you.‖ Or ―You know you’re 

shy, and it’s not easy for you 

to talk to people about spiritual 

things like that.‖  Clearly the 

Enemy has a vested interest in 

attempting to make you feel 

inadequate when it comes to 

winning souls to Jesus Christ. 

Unfortunately most Christians 

have believed the report of the 

devil, rather than the report of 

God.

 Jesus Promised He Would Give You Power  

When He Gave You the Holy Ghost 

Christ to feel inadequate when it comes to 

winning people to Jesus Christ, and most 

of you do! Satan would rather see any-

thing than to see you get a revelation of 

your capacity to win souls!  And he has 

most saints bamboozled!  Most of the peo-

ple in our church don’t believe that they 

have the power to talk gangsters out of 

their guns and talk drugs users out of their 

habit. Some even witness timidly to peo-

ple but inside they never expect any 

change or deliverance or repentance. But 

Jesus promised that He would speak 

through us if we just had faith enough to 

open our mouths. Jesus told his early 

trainees, ―Don’t even think beforehand 

about what you’re going to say to them, 

because it won’t be you talking, but the 

Holy Ghost!”  (read Mark 13:11).   

 

Saints, our lack of self-confidence is eas-

ily compensated for when we choose to 

have faith in Jesus’ ability to use us! Paul 

said, ―Yes I confess that I have no confi-

dence in the flesh!‖ (Philippians 3:3) But 

God’s strength to win the lost is made 

perfect in our weakness! Jesus can ―really 

show up and show out” when we realize 

two things – 1.) how inadequate we are 

and, 2.) how abundantly powerful He is!  

 

Soul-winning and evangelism is about 

moving aside, opening your mouth and 

watching God change the world through 

you! That’s why those who evangelize are 

the happiest, most anointed people in the 

world – because they have the joy of 

watching Jesus speak through their 

mouths and feeling the anointing of the 

Holy Spirit expressing himself through 

their bodies. The moment we are willing 

to truly believe God we are ready to see 

our coworkers, neighbors and family 

members begin to get saved and to see 

the Kingdom of God move mightily for-

ward!
