Many years ago, an unknown 

songwriter in ancient Israel 

wrote the 46th psalm to cause 

Godôs people to expect the 

deliverance of Jehovah.  We 

cannot tell what specific at-

tack or danger was aimed 

against the nation: It may 

have been one of many that 

the children of Israel endured. 

What we do know is that this 

song was written to persuade 

the people to remember the 

power and the faithfulness of 

the God with Whom they 

were in covenant. 

  

This wonderful Psalm reveals 

to us that God is a refuge and 

a fortress in time of danger. It 

assures us that, during the 

inevitable troubles of life, 

God is ña present help,ò im-

mediately accessible and 

easily reached by those who 

are trusting in Him. The 

writer further shows that the 

people of God dwell in a safe 

and peaceful place despite all 

the earth-shaking uncertain-

ties that surround us. When 

men speak of danger, attacks 

and destruction, our God 

merely opens his mouth and 

all the threats of mankind 

ñmelt!ò 

  

Above all else, the Psalm 

reveals that we can expect 

deliverance from every prob-

lem for two fundamental rea-

sons: 

1. Our God is ñthe Lord of 

Hostsò (i.e. Jehovah Sab-

baoth). This means that he 

has trillions of trillions of 

angels at his disposal. He is 

the Captain of the Armies of 

Heaven who live for the pur-

pose of delivering and sus-

taining Godôs people. In ad-

dition, 

2. Our God is ñthe God of 

Jacobò a phrase designed to 

remind us that He is a God 

who ñkeeps covenantò for a 

thousand generations (Deut. 

7:9) 

  

Because of these two won-

derful realities we can rest 

confidently in God. He has 

infinite capacity to bless us 

and a clear, covenant-based 

willingness  to deliver us and 

meet our need.  We can ex-

pect deliverance because God 

is fully able and fully willing 

to bless those who are trust-

ing in Him. 

  

ñTrust in the Lord with all 

your heart, and lean not to 

your own understanding.òHe 

is a God to be trusted!  Jesus 

assured both us and his disci-

ples, ñLo, I am with you al-

ways, even to the end of the 

world.ò Certainly, ñThe Lord 

of Hosts (Jesus Christ) is 

with us. The God of Jacob is 

our Refuge!ò SELAH!

The purpose of this move-

ment is to restore the offices of Apostle, 

Prophet, Evangelist, Pastor and Teacher as 

seen in Eph. 4:11.  To restore means to 

reactivate and reestablish something back 

to its original state and purpose.   

 

I believe that we are in the midst of a di-

vinely ordained move of God: THE PRO-

PHETIC MOVEMENT. It is this prophetic 

movement that will help to usher in the 

last genuine revival and the returning of 

the Lord to rapture us home to be with 

HIM forever.   

 

All believers need to believe in and know 

about the dimension of the prophetic minis-

try-not just a few called to be prophets, but 

all believers have a part to play. Everyone in 

the Church is called to the opportunity to 

participate in one of three groups: (1) those 

called to be Prophets, (2) those believers 

that have a gifting to Prophesy, (3) all be-

lievers, who will learn and receive Godly 

Prophetic utterances.

"Should we stone 

her for adultery?" the Phari-

sees sneered, hoping to ex-

pose Jesus' legendary mercy.  

"Let the one among you who is 

without sin cast the first 

stone," Jesus replied. And 

when they had all slunk away, 

one by one, Jesus knelt down 

to where the woman was 

crouching. "Where are your 

accusers?" he asked.  

"Gone," she said.  

"Then I don't pronounce sen-

tence upon you either," he told 

her.

I can see us taking a step or 

two back from this radical 

Healer. You're too messed up. 

I don't want to associate with 

you, we might think about this 

woman. Our Jesus wore an 

everyday robe that he washed 

out in the creeks, and a pair of 

plain leather sandals. He didn't 

feel the need to preserve his 

"space" or reputation or social 

standing. All these he sacri-

ficed so he could reach out to 

the people who really needed 

him. So that he might touch 

them.  

Do you need him? Do you feel 

messed up or ashamed or con-

fused or lonely or just plain 

tired of it all? You are his kind 

of person. Jesus knows your 

pain, and reaches out a 

strong and friendly hand, and 

says to you, "Come to me, all 

you who are weak and heavy -

laden, and I will give you 

rest. Take my yoke upon you 

and learn from me. For I am 

gentle and lowly in heart, and 

you will find rest for your 

souls."  

No matter what, friends, we 

need to be like Jesus. Let 

someone else play the reli-

gious game. For us it is get-

ting to know this Jesus, and 

then being his hands to reach 

out in our communities to the 

hurting and struggling. Some 

of those who are hurting and 

struggling live in nice homes 

and drive BMWs.
