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Eschatology – Avoiding Distraction in the End-Times 

 
In theological and biblical academic settings, the study of last-days prophetic events is 
called commonly called “Eschatology.” The Word of God contains many scriptures that 
direct us to end-times and give us information about God’s will with respect to prophetic 
events that are to occur. Today’s teaching will refresh your understanding of the end-
time prophetic scenario.  
 
In St. Matthew 24 the disciples asked Jesus, “What will be the sign of your coming and 
of the end of the world?” (read Matt. 24:1-8. Also Luke 21:5-11, Mark 13:1-8) These 
scriptures are used to indicate conditions that are “signs of the times” indicating the 
nearness of the Coming of Jesus for the Church. The Lord has allowed some 2,000 years 
of preaching in His effort to save as many souls as possible. Peter explains it in I Peter 
3:9-11 (i.e. “The Lord is not slack concerning his promise as men count slackness, but is 
longsuffering to us ward…”) 
 
 
What are Phenomena that indicate that we are in the last days? 
 
1. “Perilous times shall come….”  II Timothy 3:1 The perilous times are here, 
manifesting themselves through -  

 wars and rumors of wars 
 homosexual marriages are a clear sign that we are close to judgment 
 homosexual bishops, clergy and church leadership 
 widespread immorality throughout the culture 
 lukewarm and worldly “Christianity” 

 
2. Preparation for the ONE WORLD GOVERNMENT (Revelation 13:1-9) 
 Potency and increasing power of the United Nations 
 The United States of Europe is in development 
 
3. Technological and emotional Preparation for ONE WORLD CURRENCY 
implemented through “The Mark of the Beast” (Revelation 13:16-18)

chip implants,      the “Euro” 
interlocking international economies etc.
